The villas

Luxury villas

The complex is composed of 4 plots,
and each one of them has the same
housing typology that is organized in the
terrain, highlighting the particularities of
its surroundings.

All villas are designed with large open
spaces with different orientations,

ideal to enjoy the porches and terraces
throughout all year. Moreover, all villas
have a swimming pool and basement to
maximize the uses and make the most
of the possibilities of the plot.

The concept of the project arises from
the idea of achieving optimal protection
and transparency, taking advantage of
the contact with the nature and natural
lighting. To achieve this, the villas are
materialized through the expression of
an elegant folded piece that generates
shaded areas, covered and uncovered
areas and large glass facades, creating
interior rooms of great spatial richness,
whose limits are diluted between interior
and exterior.

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The villas
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The villas have three floors, facing opposite
directions, offering generous shaded
spaces and diverse visual relationships with
the garden and the natural surroundings.

On the ground floor, corresponding to the
day area, are the living-dining room and
kitchen which, separated by a nucleus

of services and stairs of two rooms with
bathroom in suite, are extended by a terrace
of generous dimensions connected to the
swimming pool.
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The kitchen can be configured in different
ways depending on the function to be
achieved with the living room, it can

be open and integrated with the living-
dining room through a central island or
compartmentalized with sliding doors,
being able to incorporate, in the last case,
an openable glass serving hatch related to
the dining room.

On the first floor there are three
bedrooms: a master bedroom with en-
suite bathroom, dressing room and two
bedrooms of similar size with shared
bathroom.

Another possible configuration is to use
one of the bedrooms as an office or
study.
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Moreover, there is the option of creating
a night area with two large symmetrical
bedrooms, both with bathroom and
dressing room.
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In the basement floor there is located

a laundry room and a toilet, leaving the
rest of the space open-plan. One of the
possible configurations contemplates
the incorporation of a cinema, a service
room, a multipurpose room and a gym
room.
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Another possible configuration is a
living-dining room with a full kitchen, a
study and a gymnasium. All the rooms
open to a bright and quiet English
courtyard, which illuminates and
ventilates the entire floor.
